Bhopal: Students, women
and average bus commuters
in the state capital will have
new public transportation op-
tions in about six months. In-
dications are these options
may be more affordable than
current choices, with the lik-
elihood of a pocket friendly
bus/metro pass.

Two changes are expected
onBhopalroads inthe nextsix
months or little more. First is
the scheduled start of Bhopal
Metro, by July. Theother; isex-
pected addition of electric bu-
ses in the state capital bus fle-
et.

Under PM e-Bus Scheme,
552 urban e-buses will be ope-
rated on PPPmodel in 6 urban
bodies of the state (Bhopal, In-
dore, Gwalior, Jabalpur, Ujja-
in and Sagar) were approved
last Feb. “We expect the start
of these intracity buses under
PM e-bus scheme by mid or
end of 2025," additional com-

missioner of urban develop-
ment and housing depart-
ment Dr Parikshit Zade told
TOL

This change aims to add-
ress the financial burden of
public transport for thou-
sands of students and other
public transport users, who
have not been able to access a
subsidized bus pass since the
endof the pandemie.

MPUADD isrevisingasus-
tainability model to subsidize
passenger travel costs while
maintaining fleet viability, ac-
cording to sources. Bhopal Ci-
ty Link Limited (BCLL), asub-
sidiary of Bhopal Municipal
Corporation (BMC), is strugg-
ling financially and relies on
state government supportand
viability gap funding. BCLL
will get 100 e-buses under the
scheme.

Before the pandemic, over
35,000 bus travelers in Bhopal
benefitted from a mayor’s bus
pass with unlimited travel.
Sarthak and Harshit, JEE coa-

ching students who commute
from Misrod to MP Nagar; ha-
ve never experienced this ad-
vantage.

In MP Nagar, approximate-
ly 5,000 students commuting
to coaching classes withina 5
kmradius spend an estimated
Rs. 35 lakh per month on tra-
vel, averaging Rs. 25 per day
per student. A student bus
pass, similar to Mayor Pass
that was used before the pan-
demic, could reduce these tra-
vel costs by over half.

“If astudent pass is imple-
mented, the student savings
would only for coaching clas-
sesreduce by more than 50%,”
said Harshit.

Female students whose co-
aching classes finish late in
the evening face higher trans-
portation costs. Taking an e-
rickshaw for a quicker com-
mute triples the expense, in-
creasing the financial strain.

When contacted, Bhopal
mayor Malti Rai did not re-
spond.

Bhopal: Launch of Bhopal
Metro's phase 11 is anticipa-
ted by the end of Jan, exten-
ding slightly into Feb. The
launch is scheduled to hap-
pen with state govteyeing the
completion of the two phases
before state polls in 2028, ac-
cording tosources.

A consultant for the Mad-
hya Pradesh Metro Rail Cor-
poration Limited (MPMRCL)
discussed the plans for phase
II of the metro project, sta-
ting lessons have been lear-
ned from delays in Bhopal
metro since 2019. The consul-
tant, who requested anony-
mity, emphasized a new app-
roach inveolvingconstruction
along the entire route and
completion of phase I wit-
hinitstimeframeisexpected,
anestimated timelineof 24to
36months.

The state govt plans to fi-
nish about 3l-kilometer
stretch of a project before
2028 elections. A trial run on
a priority corridor was con-
ducted prior to the 2023 state
elections. The project's se-
cond phase shifts away from
the multi-contractor appro-
achused in the first phase.

BlueLine (PhaseIl) would
connect Bhadbhada Square
to Ratnagiri Intersection
This route is about 15 kilome-
terlongand consists of 14ele-
vated stations,

A major obstacle encoun-
tered in the initial phase was
coordinating with the other
agencies. Learnings from co-
ordinating with district ad-
ministration during the first
phase of metro construction
have been cited in meetings
with senior officials. For the
second phase, all construc-
tion clearances will be secu-
red months ahead of time.
This proactive approach
aims to align different agen-
cies, including the BMC, poli-
ce, PWD, road development,
anddistrictadministration.

THE work on the priority sec-
tionofthe Bhopal Metrois pro-
gressing rapidly. According to
Metro officials, the rail tracks
have already been laid for a
stretch of 15 km, which will be
used for both incomingand out-
going trains, The next taskis to
install theelectric wiring, which
will provide power to the Metro.
Officials have stated that the
wiring workis expected to begin
soon. This priority section
includes 8 stations, which are
part of the Orange Line, run-
ning from AIIMS to Subhash
NagarDepot.Officialshave con-
firmed that the section isexpect-
ed to be operational by mid-
2025, Besides, Railwaysauthor-
ities have begun work on the
pillars for the Karond area,
where major constructionactiv-
ities are underway. The district
administration has cleared the
encroachments alongthe metro
route, which was causing
obstruction, and now the work

is proceeding smoothly. The 8
stations in the priority section
include Subhash Nagar, AITMS,
Rani Kamalapati, Kendriya
Vidayalay, DB Mall, MP Nagar,
DRM Chauraha, and Alkapuri,
and the finishing work is ongo-
ing at some of these stations.

Before the priority section is
inaugurated, the RailwaySafety
Commissioner will conduct an
inspection. The Commissioner
will review all the elements of
the Metro route and provide a
safety certificate after the
inspection. It is expected that
the Commissioner will visit
about two months before the
scheduled launch date, after
which the exact start date will
be confirmed.

The second phase of the
Bhopal Metro is also progress-
ing rapidly, with operations
expected to begin by the end of
January or early February 2025.
The Madhya Pradesh
Government aims to complete
bothphasesof the metro before
the state elections in 2028. The

slate government intends to
promote the metro's progress as
a key infrastructure achieve-
mentduring the upcomingelec-
tions.

Sources revealed that to
address the delays faced in
Phase I, the strategy for Phase
1T has been revised. The new
approach involves construct-
ing the entire route simultane-
ously, which is expected to
reduce delays. Phase 11, also
known as the Blue Line, will
extend about 15 km from
BhadbhadaSquare to Ratnagiri
Intersection, with 14 elevated
stations. The primary goal of
thisextensionis toimprovecity
connectivityand meet the grow-
ing transportation needs.

The State Government has
seta larget to complete the 31
km Metro network before the
2028elections. Duringthe 2023
state elections, trial runs were
conducted on the priority
cotridor of Phase I, highlight-
ing the political significance of
the Metro Project.
